The Milton Hershey School’s Founders Hall 
The Milton Hershey School began as a dream and vision shared by chocolate 
magnate Milton S. Hershey and his wife, Catherine (Kitty). Unable to have 
children of their own, Milton and Kitty Hershey decided to use their wealth to 
create a home and a school for orphaned boys. On November 15, 1909, together 
they signed the Deed of Trust establishing the Hershey Industrial School 
(renamed Milton Hershey School in 1951).  This tour will teach you more about 
the fascinating story behind the Milton Hershey School as well as give you a 
glimpse into the daily life of its students.   

 
 

Spotlight Tour at Hershey Theatre 
Experience the tour that takes you behind the scenes of “The Most Impressive 
Theatre in Pennsylvania.” From balcony to basement, Hershey Theatre has 
undergone a three-year, three-million dollar dazzling restoration – bringing back 
the opulence of opening night in 1933.
